MINUTES OF A MEETING OF KIRKHAM TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY FEBRUARY 7TH 2012 
FOLLOWING A PRESENTATION AND LEISURE COMMITTEE AT 7PM 
COUNCIL CHAMBER COUNCIL OFFICES MOOR STREET KIRKHAM
Present: The Mayor Councillor Elaine Silverwood (in the chair), Cllrs Mrs Oades, K.Wright, D.Murrey, K.Beckett, J.Cameron, P.Hodgson, M.McIver
Representatives of The Friends of Kirkham Park attending this meeting at 6.30pm together FBC Mark Wilde to discuss a way forward from April 1st 2012 at the transfer of POAS to KTC.
1. Apologies for absence: Cllr. P Hardy on annual leave

2. Declarations of interest: none received

3. Policing in Kirkham: a report from Kirkham police distributed. Noted an increase in shoplifting of alcohol from supermarkets in the town. Other areas of concern criminal damage, burglary, theft from and of motor vehicles, assaults and anti social behaviour are down on last year. Operation pathway proved productive. Moves to re introduce Radio Link for shop premises are being discussed with traders and KWBG.
4. Ratification of the actions of the Leisure Committee held on 7th 2012: approved

5. Approval of the minutes of the council meeting held on Tuesday January 3rd and a special meeting held on January 10th 2012: Approved.

6. Matters arising from those minutes: none recorded
7. Mayor’s announcements: the Mayor expanded on the recent Mary Portas report and the involvement of M.P.Mark Menzies in highlighting the issues of the high street particularly in Kirkham. Hopefully Kirkham will be chosen as a pilot creating a partnership with UCLAN, KWBG, LEP and FBC. The Radio Link scheme mentioned in item 3 requires an annual licence which will be purchased by KWBG to improve trading security in the town.

8. Town Clerk announcements and correspondence: reported on a Black Box upgrade quote noted the clerk to contact Bryan Ward for any monies available. LSP funding, the last to be available of £5,000. can be applied for. Suggestions included Kirkham Pool or the Woodland Station Road.
QEII park status: FBC have applied for QEII status for the Memorial Garden and park – please note this does not incur a name change of the area but an opportunity to protect and provide green space in perpetuity. FBC to indicate KTC ownership and contact details in the application.
Cllr McIver to investigate branding the PAOS from April 1st and notice board provision. Legal documents pertaining to KTC to be requested once more from the Hon. Solicitor via Cllr Wright and archived appropriately.

The clerk reported on a request received from Bloor Homes to hold a public meeting in the Community Centre. Resolved that pre planning application developers should not use this space to avoid any confusion in the public eye in a council owned centre.

9. Parks and open spaces: the PAOS subcommittee have met again with FBC to further clarify details prior to April 1st  a report will be sent out to all members prior to the main council meeting each month . The sub group plan to meet a week prior to full council with FOKP attending when necessary. Cllr Beckett reported on the state of the footpaths in the woodland at Station road. Note the clerk to contact the parks manager. The transfer proposal from FBC to KTC was approved. The proposed cycle route to be discussed further  together with the Calder Close site and The Close in the near future. 
10. Kirkham Baths YMCA – Rural Splash: the clerk reported on a payment made from the Local Strategic Partnership grant for repair to the ceiling. Other works are ongoing.
11. KWBG: the Mayor reported on the exciting prospect of being involved in the Mary Portas pilot scheme in the town.
