1. Apologies for absence: Councillors P. Hardy, R Green, E Oldfield

2. Declarations of interest: Members were reminded that in accordance with the Local Authorities Code of Conduct Act 2007 part 2 (members Interest) and council standing Orders that any pecuniary or other interests should be declared. None received.
3. Policing in Kirkham: Inspector Laura Lawler reported on activity in the previous month which showed a downturn in most areas apart from scrap metal thefts which is being robustly followed up. Kirkham Police will be moving back to the renovated police station this month. Car parking continues to be an issue around Freckleton Street/Preston Street junction. The car and coach parking around Kirkham Grammar School is worsening and a resident’s petition has been received at council. The clerk to forward to LCC Highways.
4. Ratification of the action of the Leisure Committee held on March 1st 2011:  approved
5. Approval of the minutes of council held on February 3rd 2011: approved
6. Matters arising from those minutes: none recorded
7. Mayor’s announcements: the Mayor reported on the progress of the proposed cycle path and a preliminary meeting held with interested parties. Further meetings with FBC, LCC and HMP planned.
Allotment extension proposal: a meeting the John Kirkham (farmer) and Gary Sams of FBC to progress.

Town End Gardens: further negotiations to ensure power and water are available – Croft Goode to prepare a plan for approval.

Charity requests: the Mayor has received requests from Air Ambulance and Asthma UK proposing a donation from the Mayors expenses which shows an under spend. Deferred to future meetings.

Fylde Spatial Vision: a response will be sent prior to the closing date of March 25th on behalf of the town council.
8. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: the clerk reported on a retrospective request from KADHS to use the Kirkham crest on their membership meeting card. Noted the clerk to write requesting prior permission in the future.  
It is noted that it is unlikely the crest is protected in any way.
Cllr. John Rowe of Elswick has been nominated as Parish and Town representative on the Fylde Three Tier Forum.

CVS Outreach Team – which is not reaching as far as Kirkham has been noted and representations made.
Community Right to Buy consultation has been circulated to all members.

10. Rural Splash: Cllr Oades reported on various plans to increase revenue including the installation of a gym. The ‘Buy a Bubble scheme is going well with personal and corporate bubbles available.
