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MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY APRIL 2ND 2013 FOLLOWING A PRESENTATION BY TRADING STANDARDS 

AND LEISURE COMMITTEE AT 7PM. 

COUNCIL CHAMBER COUNCIL OFFICES MOOR STREET KIRKHAM

Present: The Mayor Councillor Peter Hardy (in the Chair), Councillors Mrs E.A.Odes, E.Silverwood, J.Cameron, D.Murrey, M.McIver

1. Apologies for absence: Councillors K. Wright, K.Beckett and P.Hodgson

2. Declarations of interest: Members were reminded that, in accordance with the Local Authorities Code of Conduct Act 2007 (part 2) Members Interests and Council Standing Orders any pecuniary or other interests should be declared: Cllr Hardy declared an interest in all planning matters.

3. Policing in Kirkham: Inspector Ogle and PC Bev Davies attended. The Police report for the previous month distributed – a 9% reduction in crime and a 14% reduction in anti social behavior was reported for Fylde. Assurance was given that policing for Civic Sunday and Remembrance Sunday will remain unaffected however stewarding/self management for Club Days needs to be increased as the Police presence will be utilized in the evenings. There is a strong possibility that Fylde will receive 6 additional PCSO’s for 1 year – an extra one for Kirkham.
The Trading Standards presentation earlier (see under Leisure Committee report) highlighted the need for greater awareness of organized doorstep crime which has hit elderly residents in the town particularly hard and seems on the increase. Blackpool has a ‘blanket’ no cold callers approach and this could be applied in Kirkham if residents agree.

4. Ratification of the actions of the Leisure Committee held on Tuesday April 2nd 2013. Approved

5. Approval of the Council minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday March 5th 2013. Approved
6. Matters arising from those minutes: item 8 Council Chamber usage the clerk reported on an invoice received for rental 2013/2014 £72.00 which has been paid. A repeat request that parity be sought with other user groups to go to Task and Finish group has been sent to FBC.

7. Mayor’s announcements: the Mayor reported on several appointments attended in the past month. At this the last meeting as Mayor prior to Mayor Making the Mayor thanked Members present for their support in the past year.
8. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: the clerk reported Napthens Solicitors have requested FBC LCC and KTC meet re the accident on the Fishstones – early indications are that this will not take place as there are no changes in responsibilities. All emails and letters circulated prior to the meeting, a final letter from Mr. Raymond Green received re Honorary Solicitorship. Letter from HMP Kirkham Governor dates available circulated.
9. PAOS report: circulated a request from Mr. Peter Woods KJFC circulated re an additional football pitch on the Memorial Garden discussed – it was felt this space should be reserved for the general public. Mr. Woods to be requested to make clear if FA funding has been sought for WSH. Clarification was requested on planting in the Market Square planters. FBC sourcing this. FOPK have indicated that they are unable to conduct a public consultation for WSH and Calder Close. Noted the route forward is to advertise on 2 consecutive weeks prior to Annual Assembly in May and have a static exhibition board in the Community Centre. approved
10. KWBG report: working towards Independent retailer’s month in July. The radio system is proving very useful in preventing petty crime in shops.

11. Rural Splash report: funding recently received will enable a new front door to be fitted. The clerk reported it could be possible for the front railings to be painted in Kirkham green by HMP. Noted (YMCA have now agreed this)
