MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY JULY 6TH 2010 FOLLOWING LEISURE COMMITTEE AT 7PM

1. Apologies for absence: None received
2. Declarations of interest: Members were reminded that in accordance with the Local Authorities code of Conduct Act 2007 part 2 Members Interests and Council standing Orders any pecuniary or other interests should be declared; Cllr. P Hardy declared an interest in all Planning matters.
3. Policing in Kirkham: Sgt. Helen Ford reported on criminal activity in the town in the past month. An overall decrease although rowdy and inconsiderate behaviour fuelled by drink and youths had increased. Kirkham Club Day, Civic Sunday and the Army Parade had received positive feedback. The Mayor thanked the Police for their invaluable support and advice.
4. Ratification of the actions of the Leisure Committee held on July 6th 2010. Approved
5. Approval of the minutes of the meeting of council held on June 2nd 2010: approved
6. Matters arising from those minutes: None recorded
7. Mayor’s announcements: The Mayor thanks all those who attended and thanks Cllr. Oades, as Mayor of Fylde 2010/2011, for the joint Civic Sunday which was an excellent combined effort.

8. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: The clerk reported Kirkham and Wesham Primary School would prefer the Blessing of the Crib to take place on Wednesday December 8th to enable the music teacher to attend. Approved. Letters of thanks have been sent to all involved in the Army Parade. Responses have been sent to Ian Curtis re Community Governance Review proposals for Kirkham. A letter of condolence has been sent to Cllr. Heather Speak on the recent loss of her son Sam. The Old Print works Birley Street have raised an issue re refuse/planting between the Community Centre and themselves. Noted The Clerk to source the ownership of the strip of land and railings. Replacement chair samples for the Community Centre were seen with approval for purchase of 104 chairs + storage trolley. The clerk to progress.
9. Parks and Open spaces: Cllr. Oades reported on the opportunity for funding for the group. The Clerk to further this with the Chair of Parks Group.Cllr. Oades reported on a meeting with LCC re Maryfield and the proposed handover of the space. Issues have been resolved re tree and grass maintenance. The wall which is in a very poor state of repair can be dropped to a lower level and the hard standing cleared to provide space for seating and a picnic area. HMP Kirkham is to be approached to provide labour for these works.
10. Rural splash – update: Cllr. Oades reported on the lack of fund raising and the loss of under 16’s + over 65’s central government grant. 
11. KWBG – update: ongoing issues are delaying the installation of the new town signage, some disagreement between LCC officers as the site of one sign has caused the delay.KTC to write to Newton with Clifton Town council to request permission to site one sign just off the A583 Kirkham turnoff at Dowbridge. The Lord of the Manor continues to write to the press re the monthly market. A meeting on July 14th with Graham Wilson, Solicitor to the National Association British Market Authorities has been arranged to discuss this.
