iii. Matters arising from the external audit 2016/17 – Three matters arose from the external audit
· 2016/17 fixed asset figure is calculated on a different basis to the previous year but the previous year’s figure was not amended. Clerk explains that a full explanation was given for the difference in calculation but inexperience led to the previous years figure not being recalculated. This will not happen again and this year’s figures will be prepared on the same basis as 2016/17

· A historic mistake in processing the grant for AFC Fylde project was corrected for £4900 during the final stages of the internal audit but the internal auditor adjusted the figures after Council had accepted the Accounting Statements. A full explanation was given to the external auditors but it was too late to adjust the previous year’s figures. This will be rectified in the 2017/18 return.
· The internal auditor did not produce a report, only completed the internal audit on the annual return this shows a lack of evidence in their review. It is proposed that the internal auditor produce a letter for Council stating that there was no issues arising from their internal audit.
