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MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF KIRHKAM TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON TUESDAY OCTOBER 4TH 2011 COUNCIL CHAMBER

Present: The Mayor Councillor Elaine Silverwood (in the Chair), Councillors Mrs E A Oades, P. Hardy, K.Wright, J.Cameron, P.A.Hodgson, D Armer, K Beckett, M.McIver, D.Murrey
1. Apologies for absence: None received

2. Declarations of interest: Members were reminded that in accordance with the Local Authority Code of Conduct Act 2007 (part 2) and Councils Standing Orders that any pecuniary or other interests should be declared: Cllr. Hardy declared an interest in all planning matters, Cllr Armer on Licensing.

3. Policing in Kirkham: Inspector Keith Ogle gave a performance review covering July August and September reporting a reduction overall of all levels of crime excluding issues arising in and around some licensed premises which are being addressed. Councillors reported the following: smoking in the entrances to public houses continues, parking on the pavement at the George Hotel and the need for additional speed cameras at key times on the A583. A decision on the   front desk of the Police Station will be announced in November.
4. Ratification of the actions of the Leisure Committee held on October 4th 2011: approved.
5. Approval of the Minutes of the Council meeting held on September 6th 2011: approved
6. Matters arising from those minutes: The clerk was reminded that no draft minutes should be sent out prior to signature. Noted

7. Mayor’s announcements: the Mayor has received a thank you letter from the Kirkham Twinning Association for the recent reception. The Kirkham in Bloom reception will be held on Monday 17th October at the Community Centre (as a gift of the Mayor) – all members notified. Remembrance Sunday will be held on November 13th 2011 with Members to attend where possible.

8. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: the clerk reported on a response from CEO FBC re Cuadrilla Resources: noted. Friends of Kirkham Parks have offered a display to commemorate Remembrance Sunday; as this is flooring standing there is no appropriate space for a long term display with anticipated visitor viewing. Noted. Appointment to outside bodies, a request from the Kirkham Twinning Association for a member of council to attend meetings was discussed. Friends of Kirkham Parks and Kirkham Allotments Association have also requested  member involvement: Noted 
Emergency Planning; as reported The Manse have requested the inclusion of the Community Centre into their Emergency Plan. To date the centre does not feature in the FBC Emergency Plan. Further discussion to take place between the The Manse and KTC.
English Heritage have received request for the Jubilee Lamp based at the junction with Mill Street/Poulton Street to be added to the list of buildings of special architectural or historic interest. Noted English Heritage will visit the site and make KTC aware of its findings. Members have received a variety of emails in the past month including the FOKP update and a newsletter from LCC Mike Otter. A list of councillor contact details distributed. A letter received by all members from Santander and responses made to be discussed. Approved that this matter be dealt with at the end of the meeting under section 1 (2) Public Bodies Act. Resolved the Mayor to write to Santander Area Manager.
9. Parks and Open Spaces: The Mayor moved that this item to be taken at the end of the meeting under the procedure for the exclusion of public and press. Section 1(2) of the Public Bodies Act (admission to meetings).Resolved to exclude the public and press on the grounds that publicity would be prejudicial to the public interest by reasons of the confidential nature of the business to be transacted. Resolution of council: work to continue with FBC officers.A working party of 4 KTC councillors approved to support this work.
Cycle path + QE 11 Field: the clerk to research funding streams and ongoing costs for the proposed lighting.

10. Rural Splash update: it was reported the new gym has been installed which will increase membership and income, the bubble scheme has received further donations. A joint bid for £20,000 from the Community Projects Fund is due to be announced. A recent fund raising event held at The Willows raised a further £1,000. Cllr Beckett thanked members who attended and for prizes donated
11. KWBG report: the Mayor reported on the plans for Christmas Market and the Christmas tree scheme which proved so successful last year. 
12. Planning applications: 

a. 11/0625 land adjacent to West End Residential Park Blackpool Road Kirkham. Change of use of derelict horticultural land to provide seasonal touring caravan pitches (34) and 2 residential static caravan pitches relocated from adjacent site with supporting development.

b. 11/0654 8 Regency Crescent Kirkham – proposed orangery to rear

c. 11/0452 81 Poulton Street Kirkham- external illuminated signs and hanging sign.

KTC object – not in keeping with the Kirkham Renaissance Scheme

13. Licensing: the clerk to write to FBC to object to the inclusion of Kirkham in a tourism area when applied in committee re the recent application to re-designate all main centre streets and car parks in the town. Cllr Beckett was excluded from this meeting at the Borough as a Town Councillor but with no prejudicial interest in the proceedings. Noted
14. Finance:

a. the clerk reported that the annual return for the year end 31st March 2011 has been approved by the internal and external auditors. 

b. Precept 2012/13 request from FBC noted.  All budget items to be discussed at the November council.
c. Monthly finance figures approved.

15. Twinning: the Mayor reported a letter of thanks from the Twinning Committee received.
16. Staffing: the clerk reported the temporary cleaner has indicated he would like to be established in post. Resolved. The clerk to offer a temporary fixed term contract for 6 months to be reviewed. To include a call out fee for emergency cover of 2 hours basic at time and a half. Hourly rate agreed at £7.00 per hour. Any other cleaning requirements to cover leave and sickness to continue using the existing provider.
17. Highways: Cllr Oades to report several areas of concern to LCC
18. Council webpage: the clerk reported a meeting has been arranged with the web provider on Monday 17th October. Any input from members will be gratefully received.
