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Minutes of Meeting of Kirkham Town Council held on Tuesday 7th October 2014 
Present: The Mayor Councillor J. Cameron (in the Chair) Councillors P. Hodgson, M. McIver, E. Oades, E. Silverwood, K Wright, P Hardy
1: Apologies of absence from Cllr K Beckett
2: Cllr E Oades & P Hardy declared an interest in all planning applications.
    Cllr P Hodgson declared an interest in the Mayors announcements/ correspondence
3: Police report as attached sheet. 
As no police were available to attend the meeting, Andy Hill had asked Cllr Silverwood to mention the following:

a) There had been no reported crimes to either the PAC Bus or to Crime stoppers following the visit of the bus to Kirkham.
b)  The youths on memorial park were being checked for drinking, but no alcohol found, although there was still a large amount of broken glass over the weekend.

c) Can KTC look at a date, when council members would be able to attend a PAC bus meeting, so this could be arranged?
The crime report was discussed and it was noted that the amount of crime was increasing month on month. It was stated by all Councillors that the current standard of policing in Kirkham was deplorable and the residents of Kirkham are repeatedly complaining to Councillors about the police.
The question was asked should KTC write to the Police commissioner and it was decided that as there was a meeting with FBC councillors that KTC would await the outcome of this meeting before responding.
Cllr Oades reported that the employees of Inspired Energy were parking on the street, instead of Progress Industrial estate; this was causing problems with the residents on Orders Lane. L.C.C. had asked Cllr Oades if double yellow lines, outside the telephone exchange would stop the problem, it was felt that this would only move the parking problem to another street.

It was suggested the KTC look at the option of holding surgeries every three or four months for the public to attend and discuss any issues. It was agreed that this was a good idea and KTC to look at the possibility of doing this.

4: The Minutes of the meeting July 2014 were approved unanimously.
5:  It was confirmed that all the required Licence forms had been completed and sent to FBC.
     It was agreed that the staffing group would meet with the temporary clerk, when she returned 

     from holiday to discussed the operational requirement of the town clerk / community centre

7: The Mayor announce that he had been on two visits during the month.
8: An e-mail had been sent to the Mayor from Mark Menzies, regarding a compliant by a resident of Kirkham regarding Councillor Hodgson.
Councillor Hodgson said as he had already registered an interest and would leave the room whilst this item was discussed. The Mayor & remaining councilors said that Councillor Hodgson could stay in the room, but not take part in any of the discussions.

The Mayor passed around the e-mail from Mark Menzies and also a written reply to the complaint from Councillor Hodgson that had been given to the Mayor prior to the meeting.

A number of councillors voiced an opinion, that the complainant should have contacted KTC and not the local M.P. who has nothing to do with the council.

It was stated by the Mayor, that the complainant had since contacted FBC and had been informed that planning permission was required for the fencing, as Councillor Hodgson had advised the resident.
The council was unanimous in the decision, that Councilor Hodgson had acted for the best interests of the resident, the e-mail noted and a reply to Mark Menzies sent by the Mayor on KTC decision.
9: LPAOS

The roof on WSH is now complete and KJFC are now using the changing rooms.

HMP Kirkham would be able to provide prisoners to work on projects in Kirkham, in the near future.
