1. Apologies for absence: Cllr. E Oldfield

2. Declarations of interest: Councillor P. Hardy and Councillor R. Green declared an interest in all planning matters and in item 10/0725 respectively
3. Policing in Kirkham: Sgt Niamh O’Donoghue and PC B Davis reported on the previous months Police activity in the town which again showed a reduction. Members requested that the temporary accommodation and contact telephone numbers be advertised and placed on the council web page. Noted the clerk to ensure the details are on the web page and advertised in the Community Centre. Members raised concerns re car parking around the Market square cross roads and on ‘zig zag’s at pedestrian crossings. Resolved the Police to ensure an operation to improve car parking awareness in the town.
4. Ratification of the actions of the Leisure Committee held on December 6th 2010: approved

5. Approval of the minutes of Council held on November 2nd 2010: approved

6. Matters arising from those minutes: none recorded

7. Mayor’s announcements and correspondence: the Mayor reported on this, the busiest time, in the Civic year with invitations from schools and drama groups. A formal plan re the proposed cycle path Carr Lane to School Lane with costings has been distributed to all parties for comment.
8. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: the clerk reported on letters sent to: FBC re Statement of Community involvement in planning matters. The Joint Lancashire Local transport Plan – distributed to members for comments.2011 Census involvement and promotion.
9. Parks and Open Spaces: The Mayor proposed that this item be taken at the end of the meeting and that under Section 1 (2) of the Public bodies (admission to meetings) Act 1960. Resolved: that the public and press be excluded from this part of the meeting. The Mayor formally thanked Cllr. Oades for her work on this item
10. Rural splash – update: Cllr Oades reported on the progress of the ‘bubble scheme’ to raise funding and awareness. £92,000 has been lost from central government sources which must be addressed. Noted that the scheme could start in January 2011.

11. KWBG – update: Cllr. Silverwood reported on the progress of the Christmas markets and the events which will take place. The 58 Christmas trees purchased by KWBG have been installed in the town. 3 commercial units have been taken by new businesses increasing footfall in the town.
