Apologies from the artist Phil Garrett who sent a model of the proposed artwork to be installed on Remembrance Way. The work of art is the result of many workshops held with Kirkham residents and community groups. It depicts a young boy sat on a bench similar to the Fishstones in Market square reading a letter from a parent serving in the forces. It will represent the pledge from the town to those serving or have served in the armed forces. 

It is hoped that this first piece of work will lead to additional art installations in the area.

Funding and support for additional work around the installation such as information boards, lighting and groundworks will be sought.

Advice for securing the installation against vandalism was sought from Inspector Horn such as CCTV cameras. Inspector Horn will talk to Brian ward.
