1. Apologies for absence: Keith Wright, David Murray
2. Declarations of interest: members were reminded that in accordance with the local Authorities Code of Conduct act 2077 (part 2) and Councils Standing orders any pecuniary or other interests should be declared. Cllr Peter Hardy declared an interest on all planning matters. 
3. Policing in Kirkham: Sgt Hill gave a verbal update on the annual crime figures for the area, highlighting the decrease in criminal damages and drug offences.  There has been a slight increase in Anti Social Behaviour (ASB) that may be accounted for by the increase in incidents now classified as ASB and the ASB vehicle operates in the area at weekends.  There has also been a slight increase in burglaries in dwellings that are being dealt with by a dedicated team in Blackpool.  Cllr Oades asked about a recent incident at The Close, as residents were concerned about drugs being dealt from a New Fylde Housing (NFH) property.  Sgt Hill stated the police are aware of residents concerns, have increased reassurance patrols and are in discussions with NFH.  Cllr Oades requested to be included in Police negotiations with NFH in future.  Following a request by Cllr McIver, Sgt Hill updated members of the public on the impacts of cuts to Lancashire Constabulary and changes to local personnel.  Following the retirement of PC Davis, who was recently working part time, a new full time CBM will be coming over to Kirkham and supported by a full time PCSO.

5. Matters arising from those minutes: Cllr McIver’s offer to meet with Mr. Wallis regarding his concerns about the new planning on Poulton Street has not be taken up, therefore the Council assumed the matter is now closed.
