We have a 12 month contract with you which spans from 1st April 2022 and ends 31st March 2023. 

 

The below cost for the coming 12 months of £139.991 includes all the agreed works within the renewed contract, including plants/ planting. There are no hidden charges. Any additional works outside the normal contract (such as one off projects) are costed and charged for separately. 

 

Costs for fuel, agency staff wages, materials and plants have significantly risen over the past 18 months. The bedding plants supplied to Kirkham are costing well in excess of the allocated budget (overspent by approx. 5k). We have swallowed these extra costs, but cannot continue to do so - we will need to add these costs on to our prices from April 2023 if you continue with us. We have tried to keep our contract charges as low and as fair as possible and will continue to do so.
